b. Students will understand the flow of blood through the heart and differentiate between oxygen to carbon dioxide concentrations in blood based on its location.
c. Students will understand the functions of the different parts that make up blood.
d. Students will be able to identify the different blood types.
II.       Respiratory System

a. Students will be able to identify the different parts of the respiratory system.
III.        Excretory System

a. Students will be able to identify the different parts of the excretory system.

a. Students will be able to identify the different parts of a neuron.

a. Students will be able to identify the different hormones produced by the endocrine system and their function.
